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Keystone Offers Free Tax Training For Dauphin County Businesses

FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE - IRWIN, PA – September 26, 2011 – As part of the sweeping local tax changes brought by Pennsylvania Act 32, the municipalities and school districts of the Dauphin County Tax Collection Committee selected Keystone Collections Group as their new countywide earned income tax collector.  The new law requires that employers make changes in how much tax they withhold from employees’ paychecks, and where they remit the tax. 
“These important changes affect every local business,” said Joe Lazzaro, Vice President and General Counsel for Keystone. “The withholding obligations are mandatory, so our goal is twofold: to help every business in the Dauphin County region understand the changes, and to give employers the tools to make the process easy.”

The new law’s most important change for local businesses is the requirement for mandatory wage tax withholding.  Employers must automatically withhold and submit earned income tax for every employee beginning in 2012. 

      In an effort to help local businesses understand their new obligations, the Dauphin County Tax Collection Committee, the Harrisburg Regional Chamber of Commerce and Keystone will provide a series of free employer seminars throughout the area. These free educational sessions are part of an ongoing outreach effort to employers transitioning to the new system.
